o An Associate degree Nursing Program of a Northern Nevada Community 

College 
o A Northern Nevada Community College provided the applicant intends to 

transfer to a degree program at the University of Nevada Reno 
● SIR will issue payment for the fall semester, on behalf of the awardees, directly to the school.    
● Upon completion of the fall semester, a recipient must submit an official transcript showing 

grades for that semester, proof of registration for the spring semester and a request for the 
scholarship payment to our Education-Women Committee coordinators in order to receive the 
next payment of the scholarship
